Details of courses on offer 
 
NB: The dates below are training course. A separate assessment is required for an activity permit. 

Assessments are arranged on an individually basis as required 
 
Abseiling/climbing wall leaders course - for people wishing to take members of the Scout 
Association abseiling on towers or climbing on walls, personal experience of abseiling is useful. 
 
Southern sandstone leaders course - for people who have attended the 'Abseiling / Climbing Wall 
Leaders Course' or have experience of climbing / abseiling and wish to take members of the Scout 
Association climbing on Southern Sandstone outcrops. 

 
Single pitch leaders course – for people who have attended the 'Southern Sandstone Leaders 
Course' or have experience in setting up belays and wish to gain experience in single pitch climbing.
